Several items came up at the Board Meeting on June 7, 2016 that the Directors want to communicate to you.

Annual Meeting Results:  The reconvened Annual Meeting was held on June 7, 2016 with a quorum count of 27.747%.  Renee Washington (7.768%), Darryl Anderson (6.282%) were each elected to a 3 year term and Paula Reed (6.209%) was elected for a 1 year term.  Special thanks to the Election Committee who counted all the ballots.  
Satellite Dishes: The property is wired for Verizon FiOS - 1-888-881-8161 and Comcast Cable-301-737-4260.  Satellite dishes are also an option, but the resident must be certain reception can be obtained without placing the satellite dish in a common area or affixing the satellite dish to a common element.  Satellite dishes must be mounted on a pole in a bucket or planter within the confines of the balcony/patio area of the home.
Extermination: The association has a contract which covers roaches, ants, silverfish, rats, crickets and mice. Contact Economy Pest Control, 1-800-498-1166 or 301-261-8388 to schedule an appointment.  Service is available on the 1st & 3rd Saturday of each month.

Insurance:  Owners and residents are advised to contact their individual insurance agents to complement the

building's master insurance policy.  The type of insurance you may consider should include coverage for all personal property and liability, and owners of terrace-level homes should consider purchasing sewer backup insurance.   Additionally, you should consider obtaining insurance that would cover the deductible ($5,000) required to be met by the master insurance policy.  The association's agent is HMS Insurance Associates, Jordan Russell, and he can be reached at 410-337-9755 or 1-800-356-6563 to discuss the master policy or individual insurance.

Leasing:  Prince George’s County requires owners to be licensed in order to lease their homes; contact 
Prince George’s County licensing requirements.  If you are leasing your home, please forward a copy of the
lease and a copy of your Prince George’s County Rental License to the on-site office for the Association's

records.  This is a requirement of your legal documents.  Please also be certain to notify CVI of a new address

where correspondence may be directed if you do not reside in the home.  All residents should be provided with

copies of the legal documents, i.e. rules and regulations.  If you don’t have a County Rental License, we

encourage you to obtain one by calling: Housing Enforcement Section at (301) 883-6100.
Grease Build-up: We remind ALL RESIDENTS that GREASE SHOULD NOT BE POURED INTO THE DRAINS. 

Grease is fat that comes from cooking things such as bacon, meat, etc.  It should be put in a jar, sealed and

disposed of with your household trash in the trash room.

HOW CAN I HELP?


Do not pour grease into the kitchen drain!


Certain foods cause blockages and back-ups, as they can not be completely ground by the


disposal and should not be put through the drain system.  These include potato peels,


noodles, rice, kale and stringy vegetables such as celery and cornhusks. 


Do not flush excessive amounts of toilet tissue as it may clump in the line.  Never flush


paper towels or disposable diapers through the system.
Homeowner Emergency Contact Information:  In order for the association to contact you in case of an

emergency on the property, it is very important that we have current contact information for all

homeowners/tenants on file.  The on-site service coordinator has found many numbers on file are no longer 

a working number.
